New Hope Arts celebrated the installation of its lat-
est outdoor sculpture Oct. 18 at the Studio Sculp-
ture Garden on North Main Street in New Hope.

Owner JaQuinley Kerr and sculpture garden manager Pame-
la Kerr were on hand to welcome sculptor Christopher Kenne-
dy along with fabricator Mark Hutzky. New Hope Arts Exec-
utive Director Carol Cruickshanks gave a welcoming speech
to the crowd of supporters before the sculpture was unveiled.

The award-winning sculpture, called “Exhibition-
ist,” not only was unveiled, it was “enlightened.”

Kennedy, creator of a photographic lighting technique
called PhotoLuminism, brought his fascination with light to
his first sculptural endeavor. Not only is the sculpture cov-
ered in a reflective paint that allows the sculpture to change
how it looks in different light, but after dark, interior lighting
creates an ever-changing light display for the evening hours.

The lighting system and programming was pro-
vided by Kevin Darrah of kdcircuits.com. Ether-
net wiring was provided by 1SEOtech.com.

The New Hope Arts Outdoor Sculpture Program is a free
and accessible public art display creating an artistic gate-
way into the borough of New Hope. Anyone can visit the
walkable, family-friendly exhibit, which features 20 con-
temporary sculptures by regional and national artists.
